Job guessing

Preparation

After everyone has presented a job, you will have a
lot of new information on jobs that you can use for
a game. Come up with a typical movement for your
job, you can present without speaking.

Job guessing \

One group begins presenting the typical move-
ment of their chosen job and the other groups
may ask questions in turn (here everyone in the
group should have a turn) and the presenting
group may only answer these questions with
“yes”or nnon‘

For every “yes”, the group that asked the question
gets a point.

When the right job is guessed, the presenting
group shows the secret page with the job written
on it as proof. Now it is the next groups turn to

present their job. .
